


Letters to Congress


1. "Why Adult Education Matters to Me"


Prompt: Write a letter to your elected official explaining why adult education is important in your life and asking them to protect its funding.


2. "My Journey, My Future"


Prompt: Share a brief story of how adult education has helped you, and how losing this opportunity would affect your future.


3. "Imagine if this program disappeared…"


Prompt: Write a letter imagining how your life—and your community—would be different if adult education were no longer available.


4. "This is what I’m working for"


Prompt: Describe your goals (career, family, education) and how adult education is helping you get there. Ask your leader to support others like you.


5. "Education is a right, not a privilege"


Prompt: Argue why every adult should have access to free or affordable education, and ask your representative to maintain funding.





Tips:


Keep it short (1–3 paragraphs).


Use a clear ask (e.g., “Please keep adult education funding in the 2026 budget.”)


Be yourself — simple, sincere language is powerful.
